Problem areas can be an offset bite causing sharp 
points, mouth ulcers and chewing problems leading to poor nutrition and food 
absorption. Most horses that fight the bit have locked up jaws. Power tools are 
used to benefit the horse and improve the overall dental. Appointments can be 
made, $85.00 per horse.
